Task/Format/Audience:  Your job is to work effectively with your group to accurately describe the process of graphing coordinates to a 6th grade audience, using precise mathematical vocabulary and engaging content.  You may choose one of the following platforms to create and publish your project:  1. iMovieHD  2. GarageBand  3. Powerpoint  4.  iPhoto   5. Excel.  You will work collaboratively in your group organizing content, preparing and producing instructional materials, and producing the instruction project using a software application which will enhance understanding of the materials.  Students will take turns “driving” and supporting other drivers to produce the media project from start to final publication.  The final project will be presented to a 6th grade audience to evaluate its accuracy and level of engagement. 

Learning Target: I can create an instructional media project for a middle school math student audience using a video/audio/graphics software application to communicate how to create linear graphs on a coordinate plane in a clear, effective, and accurate manner, using precise mathematical vocabulary and creativity.
